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“This is my Body; This is my Blood” 
 

 Today we celebrate the Feast of Corpus 
Christi.  What distinguishes us as Catholics is the 
belief in what the Church calls the Real Presence.  
By the power of the Holy Spirit, God - acting 
through an ordained priest - transforms bread and 
wine into His Body and Blood.  This core belief of 
our faith comes from the very words of Jesus: “This 
is my Body; this is my Blood, given and shed for 
you.”  This is the faith handed down to us for over 
2,000 years.  As St. Paul says, “I received from the 
Lord what I handed on to you...Jesus broke bread 
and said ‘this is my Body; this is the cup of my 
Blood.’”  We take Jesus at His word.  This is not 
pretending; it is not a sign or symbol.  St. Cyril     
reminds us, “Do not doubt whether this is true but 
rather receive the words of the Savior in faith since 
He is the truth.  He cannot lie.” 
 

 Many today have lost the sense of wonder 
and awe before this great miracle.  Less than 30% 
of Catholics attend Mass on a regular basis.  If we 
believe what the Eucharist really is, we would make 
the most of the amazing opportunity to receive Holy 
Communion.  Today, Jesus feeds 5,000 people in a  
desert environment.  He not only meets their needs 
but fills them with abundance. This is what the Lord 
really wants to do for you and me in the desert-like 
moments.  When we are short on hope, out of    
answers, drained of strength, or perplexed by life’s 
uncertainties, bring it all to the Lord in the Eucharist 
and He will fill us with abundance.  Pope Francis 
wrote, “The Eucharist is not a prize for the perfect, 
but a powerful medicine and nourishment for the 
weak.”  
 

 On this Corpus Christi Sunday, let us      
recapture our sense of wonder and awe before so 
great a mystery.  Allow the Lord to feed you with 
His abundance - the medicine for body and soul!
