PASTOR’S CORNER

“This | command; love one another.”
--John 15:9-17

In today’s readings, the word “love” is used
about 16 times. Yet it is not just human love that
the Scriptures call us to embrace, but Divine love.
Divine love means to seek the good of others - no
matter the cost, no matter who they are, no matter
if you like them or not. Love sometimes means
speaking the truth, even when it is not welcomed.
It means not conforming to cultural values and
morality that are in conflict with God’s love. To be
truly real, love must be rooted in God and His com-
mandments. If we don’t know God, we don’t know
what love looks like and its true potential.

All of us have been touched by Divine love
because God first loved us and gave His life for us,
even before we could respond. Jesus did lay down
His life for us. We are called to lay down our pride;
lay aside our hurts and grudges; lay aside our fear
and speak the truth. Today, Jesus calls His friends
and that friendship is seen by our efforts to imitate
His vision of love. May we all embrace the Christian
program “to have a heart that sees where love is
needed and to act accordingly.” (Pope Benedict XVI)

The Feast of the Ascension of Jesus
Christ commemorates the Christian
belief of the bodily Ascension of
Jesus into heaven. It is one of the
ecumenical feasts of Christian Churches, ranking with the feasts
of the Passion, of Easter, and Pentecost. It is traditionally cele-
brated on the 40th day of Easter, following the account of
Acts 1:3 that the risen Jesus appeared for 40 days prior to his
Ascension.

In this year of reviving our devotion to the Eucharist and en-
couraging everyone to return to Mass, we will offer weekly
meditations, reflections, and poetry from various saints and
authors on the Sacrament of the Holy Eucharist, which is “the
source and summit of the Christian life.”
