In our readings today, we hear of a startling de-
velopment in the behavior of the disciples.  Once 
fearful and timid doubters, they now proclaim 
openly their allegiance to Jesus Christ.  What 
sparked such a radical change was, of course, 
that the person who was sealed in a tomb was 
alive.  They were able to see and touch His 
wounds and even sit at the table and share a 
meal once more.  Yet, there was something very 
different about Jesus...His body has now been 
transformed into a new form of existence and   
reality.  It is what Pope Benedict called “a radical 
evolutionary leap.”  It is now a glorified body that 
the disciples see in Jesus. 
 

This is the great hope of this Easter season.    
Jesus’ glorified body foreshadows what awaits us 
all.  This is what we profess in the Creed, “I be-
lieve in the Resurrection of the body and the life 
of the world to come.”  We are now called to be 
witnesses of Christ.  Perhaps at times, like the 
first disciples, we have denied Him by our sins.  
Yet, His mercy endures forever.  Through the 
sacrament of Penance, the Risen Lord comes to 
restore us to our true and best selves.  Jesus has 
come to make all things new.  As He did for His 
first disciples, so He will do for us.

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UPDATE TO THE ST. HILARY CAPITAL CAMPAIGN 
 

This coming June, we will complete our two-year 
Capital Campaign.  As previously noted, our original 
goal was $350,000.  The generosity of our parish-
ioners has been overwhelming.  Currently a total of 

$427,176.25 has been pledged.  Of that amount, we have collected 
and deposited $352,722.  Of the 231 families who have pledged, 
170 families are paid in full.  All of our projects  have been complet-
ed, and all bills are now paid, thanks to you!  I hope you  enjoyed 
our new air conditioning system in the Church in summer.  Our 
children and teachers were kept cool with our brand new school air 
conditioning system.  Our new lighting in the parking lot and the 
new beautiful side Church doors have been a most welcome addi-
tion as well.  So, as we are in the second year of our Campaign, I 
am most grateful for your generosity.  As always, the people of St.
